SUPPLEMENTARY REGULATIONS
Held under the Australian Motorsport Club Ltd Rules

ANNOUNCEMENT & JURISDICTION

The meeting will be known as Open Drag Bracket Championships, and will be held under these Supplementary Regulations and
any Further Regulations which may be issued, Australian Motorsport Club Ltd (AMC) of the Calder Park Raceway, the latter
being available for inspection at the circuit office or go to www.calderpark.com.au Any debate as to their interpretation shall
be determined by Australian Motorsport Club Ltd personnel on the day in consultation with the Meeting Director if necessary.

PROMOTERS & ORGANISERS

The Promoters and organizers shall be Australian Motorsport Club Ltd & Exesive Motorsports, Calder Freeway Calder Park 3037.
03 9091 0800. The Meeting Director will be Mitch Johnson,Frank Talarico i Assistant Meeting Director and Secretary
of the Meeting will be Carmel Studley, 1 Holden Road, Diggers Rest Vic 3427.

OPENING AND CLOSING OF ENTRIES
Entries shall open on 1% June 2008 and close Friday 14™ November 2008. All drivers must hold either a current drivers licence
or racing licence.

VENUE
The meeting will be held on the Calder Park Raceway, ¥2 mile bitumen, minimum width is 9m, and located at Calder Park 25km
northwest of Melbourne on the Calder Freeway.

BRACKET COMBINATIONS
Australian Motorsport Club Ltd & Exevise Motorsports reserves the right to combine any brackets if less than 8 entries make the
first round of competition.

BRACKET & CLASS ELIGIBILITY

All Brackets will be as per Australian Motorsport Club (except in the case of some special Brackets or events). Competitors
must nominate bracket and class choice on submission of entry form. All competing vehicles must conform to Australian
Motorsport Club Ltd elapsed time safety requlations. A competitor& nominated bracket or class cannot be changed once the
vehicle has been scrutineered and classified. Special nominated by AMC on this entry form will be classified by the
chief classifier of AMC Chief scrutineer. www.exesivemotorsports.com.au The winner of the Super Street, Super Sedan,
Nostalgia, Real Street, Radial and Pro Outlaw classes shall run each other off in a DYO format and Win: $20,000.00 cash

Pro Comp (National Index) for vehicles complying with the Calder Park Safety Regulations. i Open to all vehicles and
dragsters. $3000win/$1000r/up

Radial (heads up) for vehicles complying with the Calder Park Safety Regulations. i open to all vehicles using a radial street
tyre such as (Hoosier, M/T & BFG). $2500win/$1000r/up

Real Street (heads up) for vehicles complying with the Calder Park Safety Regulations. 71 street complying registered
vehicles thadr icwenptl cqualifying ankl gass all Real Street scrutineering (radial street tyres, full exhaust and
street compliance in general).

Super Sedan (DYO) i for vehicles complying with the Calder Park Safety Regulations. (Handicapped) i open to all vehicles
running 10.999 i faster. (no delay boxes). This class is intended to include all types of vehicles including sedans, coupes,
altered vehicles and dragsters.  $1750win/$750r/up

Super Street (DYO) i for vehicles complying with the Calder Park Safety Regulations. (Handicapped) i open to all vehicles
running 11.000 i 13.999 seconds (no delay boxes). This class is intended to include all types of vehicles including sedans,
coupes, altered vehicles and dragsters. $1500win/$500r/up

LS Holden i EFI Ford (DYO) - for vehicles complying with the Calder Park Safety Regulations. (Handicapped) i Open to all
LS Engined Holdens VT onwards and EFI Late Model Fords. $2500win/$1000r/up

Modified Bike (DYO) i for vehicles complying with the Calder Park Safety Regulations. (Handicapped) i open to all street
and competition bikes. $1750win/$750r/up

BREAKAGES
To assist in the seeding of all brackets, the Race Director must be notified of any breakages by the end of qualifying.
Brackets will NOT be reseeded because of late notification.

BREAKAGES ON THE RACE TRACK
Any competitor suffering a breakage or suspected equipment failure whilst on a run must as soon as possible move to the side
of the racetrack to minimise potential oil downs or track damage.

DECALS
All competitors are required to display the following decals.
1. Exesive motorsports & AMC event decal on their front windscreen.
2. Their appropriate class sponsor decal on both sides of their vehicle (must be highly visible)
3. Failure to display these decals throughout the event (from scrutineering to end of race meeting) shall make that
competitor non eligible to collect any prizes.

DYO

Dial your own (DYO) If you are quicker that your dialled in time, you breakout and there fore lose the race.

BURNOUTS

Holding of race vehicles during burnouts is not permitted under any circumstances. No more that one burnout permitted across
the start line. Burnout ds al | owed Anyconmpetitogbreaching this ruideawillobe digqualified from
the event.

SPEED LIMIT

Exceeding 15kph anywhere within the complex (exception drag strip) is strictly prohibited. Offenders will be disqualified from
future events. Burnouts trials or practice runs with in the Raceway property other than the designed start line and drag Racing
area is strictly prohibited.

STARTING AND STAGING PROCEDURE
All vehicles must self start and self-stage under the vehicles own engine power. Once a vehicle has started and moved from its
staging lane position it shall be deemed to be in the hands of the starter. No reverse staging is permitted by ANY vehicle.

COMMENTARY & COMPETITOR INFORMATION
Competitors or Teams that have any specialised information or press kits that they wish to pass on to commentary, please
forward these to Australian Motorsport Club Ltd Administration Office.

CREDENTIALS

All Competitors and Crew will need to report to the Credentials office for wristbands, etc, situated on the left hand side of the
venue prior to entering the front gate. The Credentials office will be open from 6.30am Saturday 15" November 2008 i ALL
Competitors and CREW must report to Credentials, once they have signed the Indemnity they will be issued with
wristbands the for venue and race track and BBQ access. Credentials will close at 12:00 sharp. NO OTHER CREDENTIALS
WILL BE DONE AFTER THIS TIME.

TENDER VEHICLES

One tender vehicle pass will be provided per competitor, excluding, Real Street, Super Street & Modified Bike (no tender
vehicles permitted) All competitors using tender vehicles should inform pit crew that it is highly dangerous and illegal to have
any part of their body protruding from the tender vehicle. Failure to observe this regulation may result in
disqualification of the competitor from the event. TENDER VEHICLES or RACE VEHICLES are prohibited from picking up crew
or passengers any where on the return road. Vehicles must only be driven/ridden by a licensed driver/rider whilst at
Calder Park Raceway. No children under the age of 10 to be in tender vehicles i track side.




TRAILERS

Fully enclosed workshop style trailers and purpose built ramp trucks will be permitted into the pit area at the Track
Management 6s discreti on. pustbegparked in theaésignated parking areasras directed by
raceway staff.

WARM-UP PROCEDURE
All vehicles while conducting a warm-up procedure MUST have Driver/Rider or crew member in Driver/Rider position
appropriately attired in protective clothing.

DRIVER CHANGE
If after the publication of the programme a change of driver or relief driver other than the one nominated on the entry form is
required, the consent of the Chief Scrutineer must be obtained.

PITCREW

Names of team personnel must be recorded on the allocated space on the entry form.  All Pit Crew are required to sign the
Organi ser 6s | na torthem takng pact m ine maeting. Pit Crew will not be allowed entry into the pre-grid area
without the correct wristband and must observe any directions from the Race Director.

CREW MEMBERS (UNDER14)

Children under 14 years of age whose parents are competing are not permitted pastthe i De mar c at i amessltheynaeo
in a tender vehicle. Any competitor found with children under 14 out of a tender vehicle in restricted areas outside of
authorised.

PASSES
Passes can be collected from the Credentiald s Of f i ce. Credenti al Of fice opening
Regulations.

ROTARY
All rotary engined vehicles are required to use and effective muffler.

INTOXICATING LIQUOR/DRUGS

Competitors, Pit Crew and officials must not consume alcoholic beverages or drugs during the meeting or during the eight(8)
hour period preceding the advertised starting of qualifying. Only a ZERO breath test reading will be acceptable, any
competitor, pit crew or official with a reading above zero will be excluded from the event and escorted from the Calder Park
premises. No Alcohol is to be brought into the premises, any such alcohol found will be confiscated and not returned.

BRIEFING
Drivers shall be briefed approximately 30 minutes before the commencement of qualifying and attendance at such briefing
shall be compulsory. The times and venue will be advised in the Further Regulations.

ENTRY FEE

All Fees as stated are GST inclusive.

The entry fee for the meeting shall be as stated on the Official Entry Form. Entry forms must be completed in full,
accompanied by the entry fee and lodged with the Secretary of the Event. Such fee shall not be refundable except (a) in the
case of abandonment cancellation or postponement of the meeting; or (b) in the case of entrants whose cars are withdrawn by
written advice to the Secretary of the meeting no later than five days before the meeting (c) Where an entry is not
accepted by the Secretary of the Meeting. A fee of $30.00 will be charged to cover administration costs associated
with a refund. Any cheque that is dishonoured will incur a $50.00 administration fee.

SCRUTINY OF VEHICLES

All vehicles must be presented to the scrutineers for examination at start of the days proceeding and at any time as the Chief
Scrutineer may direct. A detailed check will be conducted on your vehicle. All cars reporting to scrutineering should be race
ready with all items removed from the boot.

INSURANCE
All Competitors are covered against personal accident in accordance with conditions benefits applicable as per Australian Auto-
Sport Alliance Inc. Insurance Policy.

TRACK SIDE PIT AREA & PROHIBITED AREAS

Only such persons and vehicles as may in the opinion of the Promoters, are necessary or essential for the conduct of the
Meeting shall be permitted inside the safety-fenced area, including the pre-grid area. Persons under the age of sixteen years
are not permitted on the start line except when participating within authorised Junior competition. The Trackside Pits have a
working lane and a through lane. Speed in pit lane should not exceed 15kph in the interest of pit-crew safety. An official will
control re-entry to the circuit.

CROSSING THE TRACK

Authorised personnel only will be permitted in the infield area. There will be no crossing the track, nor when cars are racing or
practising on the track. Any driver or pit crew breaching this regulation may be responsible for the exclusion of the relevant
driver from the event, without prejudice to any further penalty deemed appropriate.



FUEL

98+ Unleaded, Diesel, Unleaded 91 and are available from the fuel pumps at the circuit. Av Gas is available in 20 litre drums.
Samples of the available fuels may be purchased from the Circuit during normal office hours. All competitors are required to
use the fuels supplied by the organisers. The refuelling of vehicles in any area other than Pit Lane or the Fuel Depot is
PROHIBITED, as is the storage of 200 litre fuel drums on the Calder Park Raceway. Fuel purchase books required for Av Gas.
Fuel purchase books are available at Calder Park. No refuelling is permitted in garages. Each Pit bay may only store two
(2) x 20 Litre drums of fuel at any time.

GARAGES

Lock up Garages with Power are available for hire for $75 Inc GST to competitors. Competitors are advised to indicate their
wish for a garage with the entry form, as there are limited numbers available. Garage allocation will be on a first come first
serve basis. No telephone bookings for garages will be accepted. No smoking, naked flames or barbecues are
permitted in the garages. As an OH&S issue reversing of cars into garages can only be done with the assistance of a crew
member ensuring that the area is clear of all personnel.

EVENTS
The meeting may be made up of a combination of a number of practices/qualifying/races for the categories as shown on the
official entry form.

TRACTION COMPOUND
The use of Traction Compounds of any type by competitors is not permitted.

ABANDONMENT OR POSTPONEMENT OF MEETING
The Promoter reserves the right to abandon, cancel or postpone the meeting due (a) lack of entries (less than 50% of grid
density); or (b) reasons for safety or force of nature.

JUDGES
Judge of Fact, the Meeting Director, TBA in further regulations.

ENTRIES
The number of entries accepted for the meeting will be restricted to Australian Motorsport Club Ltd & Exesive Motorsports
discretion in each class.

NON i ACCEPTANCE OF ENTRIES
Australian Motorsport Club Ltd & Exesive Motorsports reserves the right to refuse any entry and no reason need be given.

NUMBERS
Tender vehicles must have the vehicle numbers on the windscr ece

PUBLIC RELATIONS OBLIGATIONS

By entering the event, the entrant and driver/rider agree to make themselves available to any reasonable request of the
Promoter during the event for any press or media exposur®e of
required.

AWARDS
Trophies & Prize money will be awarded to 1st place and runner up in each bracket that is run. (Must be present at
presentation to collect) Trophy presentation will be held in the Café, 30 minutes after the last race.

DOGS
No dogs or pets are permitted at the racetrack on race day.

MARQUEES
Teams who require a marquee at this meeting need to contact Carmel Studley at the circuit prior to arranging for its
construction on 03 9091 0800. No pegs are to be driven into the bitumen.

CORPORATE HOSPITALITY
Corporate hospitality is not permitted in the Paddock Area. All corporate catering must be arranged through the Calder Park
Raceway office.

ACCOMMODATION
Staying overnight in any of the garages, carports or transporters is not permitted during the period of the Meeting.

BANNED TRANSPORT



The following types of transport are banned at Calder Park Raceway. Scooters of any type. Skateboards, Motorised scooters,
Motorised Skateboards, Monkey Bikes, Bicycles by all competitors and crew and their children. Support vehicles such as
Racecar Transporters and Tow vehicles are the only vehicles allowed into the venue and these vehicles must be road registered
